Safe Vaccination Schedule


Mass public vaccinations have virtually eradicated many devastating childhood illnesses such as polio, epiglottitis, and measles.  However, the current vaccination schedule, which combines more than six different vaccines to be administered all at once to immunologically-fragile infants, has been implicated as one of causes of developmental delays in children.

Although thimerosol, a mercury-laden preservative for vaccines, has been banned since 2002, today’s vaccines still have unregulated amounts of aluminum that have also been shown to be a neurotoxin.  Combination vaccines, such as the diphtheria, tetanus, and pertussis, or DTP, and measles, mumps, and rubella, or MMR, have both been associated with the rise in incidence of autism and other developmental disorders. 

 Developmental disorders in children are now at all-time high.  One in five children will carry the diagnosis of developmental delay, namely speech delay, pervasive developmental disorder (PDD), ADHD, or autism.  Autism has also increased exponentially to epidemic proportions of 1 in 150 children.  Even the U.S. Government has conceded without contest in the Polling case that vaccine injury contributed to the cause of autism.  
Genetic variability is a natural phenomenon in human population.  Mass immunizations with aggressive schedules of combinations of vaccines can produce devastating consequences in a select group of genetically susceptible or metabolically vulnerable children.  Safer alternatives of immunization, such as separating the combination vaccines, omitting irrelevant ones, and even balancing the schedule to only one or two vaccines per visit, should be considered in families who may want to err on the side of caution.  

Common sense and sensitivity should be exercised not to challenge infants’ fragile immune system with massive loads of vaccines during the developmentally critical times of infancy and toddler age.  Vaccines should not be administered when a child is ill, no matter how mild the symptoms.  Vaccines should never be administered concurrently with fevers or use of antibiotics.
